Wireless Setup Instructions

The United States District Court for the Central District of Illinois is now providing free wireless Internet access, also known as “the Service”.  Any use of the Service must be in accordance with the Court’s Wireless Internet Policy.  Wireless access in a courtroom will not be provided unless approved by the judge presiding in that courtroom.

To use the Service, you must read the Wireless Internet Policy and agree to the terms by completing the Acknowledgment Form, signing, and returning it to the Clerk’s Office.

In order to connect to the Service, your computer must have a WiFi compatible network card installed (802.11b/g/n 2.4GHz) or (802.11a/n 5.0GHz).  Once you enter the courtroom, your wireless card should detect the signal immediately. (Note:  Some wireless card software may require additional procedures and/or setting changes.  Please consult your user's manual, or contact your hardware or software provider for any additional assistance.)  Once your device picks up the wireless signal, select the District Court wireless network:

SSID/Network Name = ILCDGUEST
After selecting the wireless network name you can then open your web browser (Internet Explorer or Mozilla Firefox).  You will be directed to a login page that looks like the following.  See clerk’s office for login information.  Click the submit button.
